Preamble
“This is __(Call Sign)__.”

“Attention all stations on frequency.  This is an severe weather incident.  
WAIT 5 to 10 seconds
.
“Attention all stations on frequency, this is __your call sign__, the Net Control for the Sumter County SKYWARN NET.   This is a severe weather incident.  This is a Directed Net – please use standard net procedure and follow the instructions of Net Control.  All station not having information for the Net  are asked to please stand by during the Net.”  
Check-in
  “All SKYWARN Spotters stand by for check-in using your Call Sign & SKYWARN ID.”
Record the stations checking in.  When all SKYWARN ID stations have checked in, invite others with information for the Net.
“Now taking check-ins from all others.”

9. Cell phone- MyRadar  The radar should shows polygons of various watches 
and warnings.  Click on to get the details including expiration times.

Every 8-10 minutes, provide an situational update and take check-ins and drop-offs.
Monitor conditions until the weather event has passed the area.

Report incidents to NWS at Ruskin (Tampa) with the spotter ID and to Sumter EOC, if activated.  There are three ways to report an incident:

1. Call the number on your ID – goes to a recording and may be several hours before being picked.

Once the severe weather has passed or the warning has expired, the Net can be closed.
